Uganda: Working in SW Uganda with the Batwa Pygmies and the Muchiga People was both Available Online at
heartwarming and physically challenging! The roads were nearly as impenetrable as the Impene-  http:/www.smilepower.org
trable Gorilla Forest! And two of our volunteers actually got to see some of the gorillas in action!

We took portable dental equipment, our own food & drinking water, and water for operating in the
clinic. Our guide was remarkable in the way he got us from gas station to gas station, a very rare
sight, indeed. He worked non-stop to help us with the generators. Our visits to two even more
remote villages were made possible because Jonathan was willing to drive on the tortuous roads
to reach the people, and he managed the generator and fuel needs for the remote clinics. He of-
fered us experiences with the true off-the-tourist-path Uganda...and then asked if he could do

more.

He said he would like to get some Smile Power stickers to put on his vehicle, to show people he
was one of our partners in helping his fellow countrymen. You see, he too was an orphan, found
in a dump by an old woman who took him home and fed him and nurtured him until he was able to

go live in an overcrowded orphanage.

Uganda is a beautiful country with beautiful people, who were very grateful for the dental and
medical care that Smile Power offered. All the way from grandfathers, who hugged us with tears



in their eyes, finally getting relief from their suffering, to young babies who had swollen jaws from infected teeth, they came.

We worked from early morning until it was too dark to see to safely work. And people still continued to come. Many sat in line
for three days, waiting to be sure they got to see the dental team.
Most had never seen any kind of dentist, and none had any idea that a tooth could be fixed! By the third day the word had
spread, and they started pointing to their bad teeth, asking for “cement.”

We were humbled; we felt warmed by their faith and confidence in getting relief from their pain.
Smile Power is sponsoring two prospective dental students to go to a “dental boot camp,” offered by a local dentist, and two

young women to study nursing.

And thanks to your generosity, we were able to get enough blankets, clothing, and food to last three months for four children
who had nothing to eat and shared one tattered rag as a sleeping blanket on the dirt floor of their failing shack.

Dr. Shinn made a second trip there this fall to finish the dental work for the children at the orphans’ school in the Buhoma

area.

Smile Power’s growth has been profound, and our relationships and partnerships with all of you, our supporters, are empow-

ering us to reach out in even more efficient ways.
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International Peers Empowering Peers: IPEP

Smile Power continues to teach hands-on humanitarian concepts to students in several
Washington school districts such as Issaquah, Seattle, Redmond, Shelton, Suquamish,
Lake Washington, and Spokane; as well as with our community’s at-risk-kids.

The IPEP program is designed to grant students first-hand knowledge of how it feels to
reach out and lend a hand, so they learn that the fulfillment from making a difference in
someone’s life is possible, starting at a young age.

This year, we anticipate delivering personal art projects and school supplies from 3000
children to about 1000 orphans and 2000 students in rural villages in Bolivia. Our goal is to
expand this exchange process into Jamaica, over the next few years, and grow into Africa.

BOLIVIA: Ongoing support for orphanages, street kids, and
refugee villages. Next trip in March of 2006.

GUATEMALA: Partner with Agros to continue dental care in the
Community Center for the villagers we are
empowering to become independent.

UGANDA: Healthcare assessment trip planned for May 2006 to
continue dental care for displaced pygmies.

NEPAL: Continued support for the medical/dental facility being
built in Lukla.

JAMAICA: The government of Jamaica has requested that we
develop two dental outreach locations. We are initiating devel-
opment of a community-based health center and providing
scholarships for two health providers.

LOCAL RELIEF: Continue working with local shelters to provide
food and warm clothing. Smile Power continues to mobilize aid
for tsunami and hurricane relief efforts.
